NIC Advocates for New Nuclear Build at Nuclear Energy Forum
On May 17th, The U.S. Nuclear Infrastructure Council (NIC) participated in a Forum focused on the question of ‘Is Utah Ready for Nuclear Energy?’  The event was sponsored by the Sutherland Institute of Salt Lake City, UT, which is a conservative public policy think tank committed to shaping Utah law and policy based on a core set of governing principles.  
The initial forum, which is part of a planned three-part series, was on the environmental and public safety dimensions of nuclear power as they relate to public policy and the proposed Green River Nuclear Power Plant, Utah’s first nuclear plant, by Blue Castle Holdings, which is preparing to file an NRC early site application next summer.
NIC Executive Director David Blee emphasized the enhanced safety features of new plant designs, making a safe source of energy even safer, and the need for new build reactors to maintain and expand nuclear energy’s 20% share of clean power generation as part of any future energy portfolio.

Other participants included Dr. Gary Sandquist, professor emeritus and former director of the graduate nuclear engineering program at the University of Utah, and Jay Maisler, a certified health physicist with experience in the commercial nuclear power industry, the Department of Energy, and the Navy’s nuclear program in the areas of radiation safety and emergency preparedness.
